Amaci / Purpose

Bu dersin amaci, 6grencileri sosyal antropolojinin konulari, perspektifi, metodolojisi,
sorunlari ile tanistirmak ve kiiltiir ve toplum ¢alismalari igin temel kavramlar kullanma
kapasitelerini gelistirmektir.

The aim of this course is to familiarize students with the topics, perspective,
methodology, issues of social anthropology and develop their capacity to use its basic
concepts for the study of culture and society.This course is also intended to bring a
critical approach to the concepts within the discipline of social anthropology.

igerigi / Content

ekonomik ve toplumsal yapilanmalari agiklamak icin Evrimci, Marksist, feminist ve post-
modern yorumsamaci yaklasimlari nemini tartismaya agacagiz. Antropolojinin bir disiplin
olarak kiilttrel gesitliligi anlama ve elestirme konusunda bize sundugu kavramlar,
standartlar ve sinirliliklar bu dersin ana temasidir. Devlet ingasi ve irkgilik, kirda sug, aile ve
akrabalik iliskileri, dil, farkli tiiketim pratikleri ve kimlik insasi, sanat ve din sosyal
antropoloji alanindaki gtincel tartismalari anlamak icin tizerinde duracagimiz konulardan
bazilarina 6rnek olarak verilebilir.

This course aims to introduce the different theoretical perspectives, central issues, and
concepts in social/cultural anthropology. Based on ethnographic studies from different
geographical parts of the world and from Turkey, we will cover various anthropological
theories, and methods in social anthropology. We will discuss the importance of
evolutionary theories, Marxist, feminist and post-modern interpretative perspectives to
explain social, economic, political organizations, religious organizations and cultural
relations in societies. How anthropology as a discipline, creates standards, boundaries
and concepts that allow us to understand and criticize cultural diversity will be central
question for this course. State-making and racism, crime, family and kinship relations
in villages, language, different consumption patterns and identity formation, art and
religion can be listed as some of the topics we will cover to comprehend different
current debates in social anthropology.
